Today, the February
holiday has become wellknown
for being a day in which many
stores, especially car dealers,
hold sales. Until the late 1980s,
corporate businesses were uni-
versally closed on this day,
such as they are on Memorial
Day or Christmas Day for ex-
ample. With the late 1980s ad-
vertising push to rename the

classes and operations on
President's Day. Various theo-
ries exist for this, one accepted
reason being to make up for
the growing trend of corpora-
tions to close in observance of
the Birthday of Martin Luther
King, Jr. However, when re-
viewing the Uniform Monday
Holiday Bill debate of 1968 in
the Congressional Record, one
notes that supporters of the Bill
were intent on moving federal
holidays to Mondays to pro-
mote business.

Over time, as with many
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federal holidays, few Americans
actually celebrate Washington's
Birthday, and it is mainly

known as a day off from work
or school, although many non-
governmental workers do not
take the day off. Yet, few still
celebrate this day throughout
the country.

Community celebrations
often display a lengthy heri-
tage. Historic Alexandria, Vir-
ginia, hosts a month-long trib-
ute, including the longest run-
ning George Washington Birth-
day parade, while the commu-
nity of Eustis, Florida, continues
its annual "George Fest" cele-
bration begun in 1902. In Den-
ver, Colorado there is even an
entire society dedicated to ob-
serving the day. At the George
Washington Birthplace National
Monument in Westmoreland
County, Virginia, and at Mount
Vernon in Alexandria, Virginia,
visitors are treated to birthday
celebrations throughout the
federal holiday weekend and
through February 22. In Ala-
bama, the third Monday in Feb-
ruary commemorates the birth-
days of both George Washing-
ton and Thomas Jefferson (who
was born in April). In New Mex-
ico, Presidents Day, at least as
a state government paid holi-
day, is observed on the Friday
following Thanksgiving.
